When punished, they rejoice as if 
quickened into life; they are assailed by the Jews as 
foreigners, and are persecuted by the Greeks;  yet those who 
hate them are unable to assign any reason for their hatred.  
To sum up all in one word – what the soul is to the body, that 
are Christians in the world… The soul dwells in the body, yet 
is not of the body;  Christians dwell in the world, yet are not 
of the world.”
